A Transportation Master Plan (TMP) is a strategic 
policy document that guides how the transportation 
system will grow and develop over the long term. 

Transportation Master Plans:

• Examine current transportation issues within a 
community, 

• Assess existing and future growth patterns, 

• Determine the need for transportation 
improvements:

• Roads

• Walking and Cycling 

• Transit 

• Establish investment priorities,

• Establish policies to support the plan and 
maintain the transportation network. 

Why does St. Thomas 
need a TMP Refresh?

A TMP is designed to look into the future, 
anticipate future needs, and make 
recommendations to improve the way residents 
move around the community – today and in the 
future. 

Our community is changing in many ways:

• We are becoming more diverse. 

• The average age of residents is getting older. 

• The nature of work has changed for some.

• We are growing – The City of St. Thomas saw a 
10% increase in population between 2016 and 
2021.

• New industrial development has and will 
continue to impact how people and goods 
move within the City, and we need to plan 
properly for this.
